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The 5th CIVIL SOCIETY CAPACITY DEVELOPMENT FORUM is organized by ISAR Ednannia, in partnership with the
Presidential Administration of Ukraine and has been made possible by the generous support of the American people
through the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) as a part of its project “Civil Society Development
Platform”, as well as with the financial support of the United Nations Development Program in Ukraine (UNDP Ukraine); the
Foundation for the Development of the Education System, SALTO Eastern Europe and Caucasus Resource Center
(Poland); the Council of Europe Office in Ukraine; the USAID RESPOND Project funded under the U.S. President’s
Emergency Plan for AIDS relief (PEPFAR) and implemented by Pact in partnership with FHI 360; the International
Renaissance Foundation (IRF); the Government of Sweden; and the Charles Stewart Mott Foundation through its “School
for Community Foundations” programme. Hromadske Radio is the Forum’s general media partner.
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Annual Civil Society Development Forum took

place in Kyiv on November 29-30, 2016. This year’s

theme was ‘Reform. Influence. Unite’

This is the biggest national event in the Ukrainian third sector and this year it gathered
the record number of participants from Ukraine, the USA, and European countries — over
1300 representatives of charities, NGOs, donors, state officials and local authorities,
entrepreneurs and media representatives.

The 2016 Forum was the fifth in a series of high-level events in the civil society sector. It was traditionally organized by ISAR
Ednannia together with the Presidential Administration of Ukraine and with the support of the U.S. Agency for International
Development (USAID), the Government of Sweden, the United Nations Development Program (UNDP), the Delegation of
the European Union to Ukraine, the Council of Europe Office in Ukraine, the Charles Stewart Mott Foundation (USA), the
International Renaissance Foundation, and many others.

The Forum entitled ‘Reform. Influence. Unite. aimed at boosting capacities of civil society organizations in order to
promote and enhance national unity by advocating for reforms, fighting corruption, overcoming causes and consequences
of the war in eastern Ukraine, and improving economic and social situation in the country. Two days in a row the Forum
participants worked on a list of tasks which are of the foremost importance for strengthening civil society and its capacities
to actas anagent of change, positive influence and unity of Ukraine.

Immediately after the Forum President of Ukraine Petro Poroshenko signed a signed a Decree N°534/2016 “On priority
measures for the promotion of national unity and consolidation of Ukrainian society, support public initiatives in this area.”
This document acknowledged promotion of national unity and consolidation of Ukrainian society as one of the utmost
state priorities, while close cooperation of state institutions and civil society organizations is defined as an essential
condition for achieving it.

One of the main tasks of the Forum is to help shape tendencies in Ukrainian
civil society. According to the Forum participants, civil society organizations
(CSO) have to make the following steps to promote and enhance national
unity in Ukraine:

1 to promote freedom, democracy, justice and fundamental human rights, social solidarity and respect
forhuman dignity as a value basis that serves as a guideline for the whole Ukrainian society; to endorse
this system of values and to verify each decision againstit;

2 to invest time and efforts into building sustainable institutions, functioning based on democratic
procedures, transparency and accountability; to implement sustainable and systematic procedures
and policies aiming at realization of CSOs mission;

3 to ensure sustainability of CSOs initiatives via accumulating social capital, engaging numerous
volunteers and sympathizers, devising various fundraising strategies (including social
entrepreneurship);

4 to set up networks and coalitions in order to unite efforts and create synergies; to serve as an example
forthe whole society when it comes to building trust, which is an essential precondition for unity;

to proceed contributing to the agenda of changes in the state and to advocate reforms; to increase

5 influence on state institutions at all levels of cooperation, starting with preparing high quality analytical
materials and drafting necessary bills and ending with lobbying, controlling and helping to implement
them;tirelessly reinforce participation of society in state-level decision making;

6 to counter corruption and remain the main actor in this field; to master and promote e-platforms; being
aware of an exceptional importance of independent media in fighting corruption, help in setting up
public broadcasting;

7 to overcome root causes and consequences of conflict in eastern Ukraine; actively master practices of
dialogue, facilitate integration of IDPs into new communities, using tools of cultural diplomacy; to
maintain relations with and support CSOs of the occupied Crimea;

8 to become more professional; to strengthen intersectoral collaboration and to be reliable in
implementation of state social policies; provide analytical, information or other services to business or
media;

9 to engage community, work together with community for the sake of community; promote and

popularize new everyday practices: environmentally friendly, zero tolerance towards populism,
corruption and paternalism; support and develop citizenship education.

Study other countries (Poland, Czech Republic, Hungary), but pay
attention to your experience... Learn what motivates people, what makes them pursue
their dreams. The era of national identity is in the past, the era of social identity begins.
This bodes well for Ukraine, since 99% of Ukrainians belong to the same social stratum”.

“Why do we lack unity? The answer is simple: because everyone wants to go their own
way. Our hearts need to get rid of things that seem to induce differences. We need to
think that we are equally children of God; each of us is someone's son, someone's
daughter. But all of us are related not only to those two people - our Father and our
Mother. We are also related to that great family that we call our Homeland. And in the
same way that we cannot choose our Father or our Mother we cannot choose the people
to which we are children... We must pay special attention to the fact that we have one and
the same Homeland. Region of Ukraine we come from, our status, our job, our tasks, our
circumstances, whether we are rich or poor — all of it is secondary. We are all children of
one people, we are all Ukrainians...”

A marathon of discussions of issues of public importance took place in the
Forum’s conference halls. What is the mission of civil society today, and
what it will be in the future? Why is it important to unite and act together,

This unique
format was presented for the first time during the Capacity Building Forum (e.g.,

in it proved irrefutably that united community can achieve real changes for
better in life of every Ukrainian and the whole country. From small village or
administrative center and all the way to the large cities — everywhere one
can find people who know how to generate ideas, find like-minded people,
inspire community and lead us all step by step towards better, more
responsible and more mature Ukraine.

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Carl Plesner, Danish expert on reconciliation, mediator, facilitator of dialogues,
certified trainer in nonviolent communication and expert on restorative justice
visited “Open Interview” organized during the Forum. Car Plesner is a
mediator, facilitates meetings on reconciliation and reestablishment of social
ties between participants of violent conflicts. His practice aims to restore

dignity and humanity after events of physical and psychological violence.

“The better we understand each other’s viewpoint the more chances we get to solve this conflict peacefully. Of course, we
can complain that people living behind the conflict lines are influenced by propaganda. But it would be a lot more effective
notto criticize but try to listen to their point of view and thus to start a dialogue with them.

Dialogue is not a simple conversation. It’s an all-encompassing phenomenon that society should be built upon. This culture
of communication should become a norm, starting with a kindergarten, school and ending with how we solve
contradictions in our workplace. Each time when difference in opinions arises, when disagreement appears — try put
yourselfin place of Other, try to see things through their eyes. If both sides will act this way — solution can be found in a way
that will satisfy everyone. Only in this manner we can create a strong family, build a healthy society, and only in this manner
we can cultivate Love”.
