1. CIVIC ORGANISATION YOUTH ORGANISATION METAMORPHOSIS
Civic Organization “Youth organization “Metamorphosis” will transform a shelter in Bakhmach into a vibrant community hub where youth, veterans, volunteers, women, and displaced people can learn, connect, and support one another. Through civic education activities, sewing workshops, and film club events, the project will help strengthen resilience and a sense of togetherness during wartime.

2. CIVIC ORGANISATION AGENCY OF CITY INITIATIVES
Civic Organization “Agency of City Initiatives” will work together with local residents to create a welcoming public space in Vykhvostiv village (Chernihiv region) for recreation, learning, and community events. By involving local people in every stage - from planning to management - the initiative will encourage active participation, stronger community ties, and closer cooperation with local authorities.

3. [bookmark: _Hlk230009356]CHERNIHIV REGIONAL ORGANISATION OF UKRAINE RED CROSS SOCIETY
Chernihiv Regional Organisation of Ukraine Red Cross Society will establish a new mobile support center to bring social, psychological, and information services directly to residents across the Ponornytsia community. Elderly people, youth, veterans, displaced families, people with disabilities, and others affected by the war will receive regular support close to home through outreach visits and local events.

4. CHERNIHIV REGIONAL YOUTH CIVIC ORGANISATION SUNRISE
Chernihiv Regional Youth Civic Organisation Sunrise will strengthen social cohesion among young people aged 14–35 in the Novyi Bilous territorial community by expanding the activities of the youth space “Perspektyva” and launching a mobile youth outreach group equipped with the necessary resources. Through educational and integration activities, as well as the creation of two interest-based clubs, the initiative will engage at least 352 young people from the villages of Staryi Bilous, Novyi Bilous, Roishche, and Khaliavyn. The project will also support the development of a targeted local youth programme informed by a youth needs assessment and the involvement of more than 737 young people in the programme’s design.

5. CIVIC ORGANISATION DEVELOPMENT OF EDUCATIONAL INITIATIVES
Civic Organisation Development оf Educational Initiatives will restore access to educational opportunities for children and youth in the Romny Territorial Community (Sumy region) by reactivating the Digital Learning Center as a safe space for learning, development, and socialization. The center will provide catch-up classes, STEM and IT courses, career guidance, and financial and media literacy training, while also hosting youth club activities that support educational continuity and social cohesion.

Charitable Organisation International Charitable Foundation Angels of Freedom will provide safer and more comfortable shelter spaces in two kindergartens in Ladan Territorial Community (Chernihiv region). By furnishing the shelters with child-friendly equipment and involving residents in improving the spaces, the project will support both children’s well-being and stronger community cooperation.

7. CIVIC ORGANISATION HUMANITARIAN RECOVERY
Civic Organisation Humanitarian Recovery will transform an existing shelter in Merefa, Kharkiv region, into a safer and more welcoming space equipped for emergencies. Alongside practical safety improvements and first aid supplies, the project will offer brief preparedness sessions to help the community feel more informed, connected, and resilient during air raids.

8. CIVIC ORGANISATION SPHERE OF YOUTH
Civic Organisation Sphere of Youth will restore a damaged coworking space in the shelter of the Regional Development Agency in Chernihiv to once again support local entrepreneurs and small businesses. Through workshops, consultations, and networking opportunities, the initiative will help veterans, displaced people, women, and young entrepreneurs rebuild livelihoods and strengthen the regional economy.

9. CIVIC ORGANISATION ASSOCIATION OF ROMANI PEOPLE ZOR
Civic Organisation Association of Romani People ZOR will create a safe community space to promote social cohesion within the Konotop territorial community and bring together people of different ages and nationalities through creative and cultural activities in a newly established inclusive art platform. The space will offer opportunities for psychological support, emotional recovery, and intergenerational dialogue, culminating in the collective creation of a mural titled “Unity is our strength” as a symbol of solidarity.

10. CIVIC ORGANISATION ASSOCIATION IN SUPPORT OF CIVIC INITIATIVES ASSA
Civic Organisation Association in Support of Civic Initiatives ASSA will provide through training, mentoring, and career guidance to women above 40 to support their economic inclusion. Participants will gain practical skills in fields such as IT, design, logistics, and analytics, strengthening their confidence, employability, and peer support networks while contributing to community resilience.

11. CIVIC ORGANISATION YOUTH ASSOCIATION OF CREATORS OF EFFECTIVE YOUTH POLICY
Civic Organisation Youth Association of Creators of Effective Youth Policy will strengthen community participation and social cohesion by transforming the Apteka Resource and Recovery Center into a safe and functional shelter-based community space. Through psychological support, art therapy, educational activities, and cultural events, the initiative will encourage civic engagement and foster stronger trust between residents and local authorities.

12. CHARITABLE ORGANISATION CHARITABLE FOUNDATION INTERNATIONAL TRUST
Charitable Organisation Charitable Foundation International Trust will renovate the space for mobile service delivery in Khroly village (Kharkiv region), ensuring that the residents will gain better access to social and administrative services. Community involvement in both the renovation and educational activities will help strengthen local cooperation and civic participation.

13. CIVIC ORGANISATION VOLUNTARY FORMATION OF CIVIC DEFENSE OF THE MYKOLAIV CITY TERRITORIAL COMMUNITY
Civic Organisation Voluntary Formation of Civic Defense of The Mykolaiv City Territorial Community will restore a social hairdressing salon damaged by Russian military actions through renovation works and the installation of equipment enabling uninterrupted operation during power outages. Charitable Organisation Charitable Foundation Dzherelo Ridnoho Krayu will renovate the hall of the House of Culture in Troitsko-Safonove village to create a comfortable and accessible space for community interaction and development. Residents will take part in renovation and planning activities, while the upgraded venue will host trainings, workshops, and cultural events for diverse community groups.

15. CHARITABLE ORGANISATION CHARITABLE FOUNDATION TOGETHER WITH YOU
Charitable Organisation Charitable Foundation Together With You will support work of the community space in Lymanivka providing regular activities for children, young people, and parents, creating opportunities for creativity, learning, and connection. Over five months, the initiative will help residents rebuild social ties and support one another during wartime.

16. CIVIC ORGANISATION RECONSTRUCTION STRENGTHENING DEVELOPMENT
Civic Organisation Reconstruction, Strengthening, Development will improve healthcare service conditions in Vilnoandriyevka by equipping the local paramedic and obstetric station with essential furniture and medical equipment. The upgraded facility will ensure safer and more reliable access to basic healthcare services for residents of four surrounding villages.

17. BILOPILLIA CHARITABLE ORGANISATION MALVA
Bilopillia Charitable Organisation Malva will establish mobile emergency response teams that will provide first aid and safety training directly to residents in the Bilopillia Сommunity (Sumy region). With coworking areas, children’s and sports zones, a cinema space, and cultural activities, the project will lay the foundation for the wider “Renaissance 360” initiative focused on community recovery and unity.

21. CIVIC ORGANISATION TASTE OF LIFE
Civic Organisation Taste of Life will conduct a series of craft workshops, storytelling activities, and cultural events to reduce social isolation and strengthen mutual care between generations in the Novopokrovka community. Participants will record family stories connected to local intangible cultural heritage and jointly create a catalogue and exhibition preserving traditions, memories, and emotional connections within the community.

22. CHARITABLE ORGANISATION CHATITABLE FOUNDATION I HELP
Charitable Organisation Chatitable Foundation I HELP will improve mobility and access to essential services for people with disabilities and individuals with limited mobility in the Shevchenkove Community of Mykolaiv region. Charitable Organisation Charitable Foundation I CAN will improve the quality of life of elderly people and individuals with limited mobility in the Chuhuiv district of Kharkiv region through comprehensive psychosocial and practical assistance. Mobile teams consisting of psychologists and a social worker will provide home visits, art therapy, cleaning, and minor household support, while caregiver training sessions will strengthen long-term care capacities and emotional well-being.

26. CIVIC ORGANISATION STABLE SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF VILLAGES
Civic Organisation Stable Socio-Economic Development Of Villages will create a new community space for learning, culture, and shared activities. By participating in its development, community members will strengthen local connections and cooperation.

Charitable Organisation Charitable Foundation I AM MARIUPOL will organise a series of cooking workshops and intergenerational activities that encourage communication, mutual support, and a stronger sense of belonging for the displaced elderly people in Zaporizhzhia.

Civic Organisation Centre of European Integration of Slobozhanshchyna will strengthen community cohesion and resilience in the Trostianets community (Sumy region) by restoring social connections and engaging youth and internally displaced persons through educational, cultural, and social activities. The initiative will renovate and equip the Stanivka Village Library, transforming it into a modern cultural and educational hub offering opportunities for communication, creativity, learning, and psychosocial support.

Civic Organisation Adult Education and Learning Centre South aims to improve the socio-economic situation of internally displaced persons, veterans, and their families by providing vocational training and employment opportunities within the social enterprise “Tavriisky Painting Workshop.” Through pottery, sewing, and graphic design studios, participants will develop professional skills, conduct master classes, and gain opportunities for future employment.

Civic Organisation Union of Women of Chernihiv Region will equip the shelter of the local training and rehabilitation centre and introduce the “Safety” electronic educational resource in local schools to strengthen children’s safety and inclusive education in the Sosnytsia community. Safety and first aid training for teachers and staff will further improve the community’s preparedness for emergencies and crisis situations, particularly for residents with disabilities.

32. CIVIC ORGANISATION PIVNICHNA HORLYTSIA
Civic Organisation Pivnichna Horlytsia’s initiative will strengthen dialogue between generations and preserve local cultural heritage through creative workshops, musical and literary evenings, and multimedia storytelling activities involving youth and elderly residents. Civic Organisation Youth Club of Active Recreation Adrenaline will improve safety and resilience in the Stepy community by creating and equipping a modern safety training classroom in the village of Mykhailivka. The space will serve as a center for practical emergency preparedness training, consultations, and crisis response education for local residents.

35. CIVIC ORGANISATION OUTPOST OF CONSCIOUSNESS
The “Moim.Ridnym” project by Civic Organisation Outpost of Consciousness will bring seniors and young people together through crafting clubs, digital literacy activities, and joint community initiatives. Older residents will share traditional skills, while youth will help seniors navigate digital technologies, building stronger connections and reducing social isolation.

Civic Organisation Community Foundation the Future Belongs to You will establish a safe intergenerational space and a mutual support network where older residents can share traditional knowledge and youth can provide digital literacy assistance and support to people with limited mobility. The initiative will help reduce social isolation, preserve cultural heritage, and establish sustainable community support systems.

37. KHARKIV REGIONAL CHARITABLE FUND SOCIAL ASSISTANCE SERVICE
Kharkiv Regional Charitable Fund Social Assistance Service will expand the “Second Youth” club for elderly residents in Kharkiv by offering educational, leisure, and intergenerational activities alongside psychosocial support for older people, children, and parents. The initiative aims to reduce social isolation and improve emotional well-being during wartime.

Civic Organisation Ukrainian Coaches Association will support the reintegration of veterans in the Sumy community through professional training as certified adaptive fitness trainers. Participants will develop skills in adaptive sports training, business development, and employment planning, while a public networking event will strengthen cooperation with employers and community stakeholders.

47. CHARITABLE ORGANIZATION CHARITABLE FOUNDATION VOLUNTEERS: ADULTS – CHILDREN
Charitable Organization Charitable Foundation Volunteers: Adults – Children will introduce mobile multidisciplinary teams in the Lebedyn community to deliver coordinated social and medical support in remote areas. 50. CIVIC ORGANISATION AGENCY OF LOCAL DEVELOPMENT COMMUNITY OF OPPORTUNITIES
Civic Organisation Agency of Local Development Community of Opportunities will upgrade the shelter at Mykolaiv Higher Vocational School of Technologies and Design by installing a fire alarm system and improving sanitary facilities. These upgrades will ensure safer conditions during air raids and support uninterrupted education for students and staff.

51. CIVIC ORGANISATION ZELENYI HAI INITIATIVES
Civic Organisation Zelenyi Hai Initiatives will enhance safety in frontline settlements in Mykolaiv region by installing GSM-connected public alert systems linked to the national warning network. Covering seven underserved locations, the system will provide timely air raid alerts, emergency announcements, and public information to improve preparedness and crisis response.

Charitable Organisation Art Colours will upgrade ventilation and create a child-friendly environment within the emergency shelter of the Pryluky City House of Culture (Chernihiv region). The improvements will support safer and more comfortable long-term stays during air raids while promoting psychosocial well-being.

Civic Organisation MYKOLAIV WATER HUB will engage community members, including elderly residents and internally displaced persons, in woodworking training and collaborative urban improvement activities.
